On a long winter evening we gather to proclaim the coming of the light. Isaiah
announces that the people who walked in darkness have seen a great light.
Paul reminds us that the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation to all.
In the familiar account of Christ’s birth, the evening sky is bright with the
heavenly host singing, “Glory to God in the highest.” Amid our broken world
we proclaim that the prince of peace is born among us. God comes fo usin
human flesh—in Christ’s body and blood—so that we may be bearers of di-

vine light to all the world.

OPENING GOSPEL:  Luke 2:1-20

In those days a decree went out from Emperor Augustus that all the world should be
registered. 2This was the first registration and was taken while Quirinius was governor of
Syria. 3All went to their own towns to be registered. 4Joseph also went from the town of
Nazareth in Galilee to Judea, to the city of David called Bethlehem, because he was
descended from the house and family of David. SHe went to be registered with Mary,
to whom he was engaged and who was expecting a child. ¢éWhile they were there,
the time came for her to deliver her child. 7And she gave birth to her firstborn son and
wrapped him in bands of cloth, and laid him in a manger, because there was no

place for them in the inn.



8In that region there were shepherds living in the fields, keeping watch over their
flock by night. “Then an angel of the Lord stood before them, and the glory of the Lord
shone around them, and they were terrified. 1°But the angel said to them, "Do not be
afraid; for see--I am bringing you good news of great joy for all the people: 1'to you is
born this day in the city of David a Savior, who is the Messiah, the Lord. 2This will be a
sign for you: you will find a child wrapped in bands of cloth and lying in a manger."
13And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host, praising
God and saying, 4"Glory to God in the highest heaven, and on earth peace among
those whom he favors!"
