INTRODUCTION
Persistence in prayer evoked the admiration of Jesus and wins the attention of the
Lord when Abraham intercedes for Sodom. The life of the baptized—to be rooted
and built up in Christ Jesus the Lord—is to be rooted in prayer. God hears and
answers prayer and so strengthens God'’s own. “When | called, you answered me;
you increased my strength within me.”

Johann Sebastian Bach, died 1750; Heinrich Schutz, died 1672; George Frederick
Handel, died 1759; musicians: These three German-born musicians have done much
to enrich the life of the church. Schutz was an early master who focused on settings
of biblical texts. Bach wrote over 300 cantatas along with works for organ and in-
strumental pieces, and has been called the “fifth evangelist” for the way he pro-
claimed the gospel in music. Handel's great work, Messiah, is a setting of scriptural
texts.

Through the gift of faith, the church is mystically
connected with Christ in his death and resurrection, which is enacted in baptism.

6As you therefore have received Christ Jesus the Lord, contfinue to live your lives in him,
rooted and built up in him and established in the faith, just as you were taught, abounding
in thanksgiving.

8See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty deceit,
according to human tradition, according to the elemental spirits of the universe, and not
according to Christ. ?For in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily, '°and you have
come to fullness in him, who is the head of every ruler and authority. 1In him also you were
circumcised with a spiritual circumcision, by putting off the body of the flesh in the
circumcision of Christ; 12when you were buried with him in baptism, you were also raised with
him through faith in the power of God, who raised him from the dead.
