°At Gibeon the LORD appeated to Solomon in a dream by night; and God said, "Ask what I
should give you." °And Solomon said, "You have shown great and steadfast love to your servant my
tather David, because he walked before you in faithfulness, in righteousness, and in uprightness of
heart toward you; and you have kept for him this great and steadfast love, and have given him a son
to sit on his throne today. "And now, O LORD my God, you have made your servant king in place
of my father David, although I am only a little child; I do not know how to go out or come in. *And
your servant is in the midst of the people whom you have chosen, a great people, so numerous they
cannot be numbered or counted. *Give your servant therefore an understanding mind to govern
your people, able to discern between good and evil; for who can govern this your great people?" Tt
pleased the LORD that Solomon had asked this. "'God said to him, "Because you have asked this,
and have not asked for yourself long life or riches, or for the life of your enemies, but have asked
for yourself understanding to discern what is right, “I now do according to your word. Indeed I
give you a wise and discerning mind; no one like you has been before you and no one like you shall
arise after you."

A reading from Romans 8:26-39
THE LESSON READS:

**The Spirit helps us in our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we ought, but that very
Spirit intercedes with sighs too deep for words. ’And God, who searches the heart, knows what is
the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints according to the will of God. *We
know that all things work together for good for those who love God, who are called according to
his purpose. “For those whom he foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the image of
his Son, in order that he might be the firstborn within a large family. **And those whom he
predestined he also called; and those whom he called he also justified; and those whom he justified
he also glorified. *"What then are we to say about these things? If God is for us, who is against us?
*He who did not withhold his own Son, but gave him up for all of us, will he not with him also give
us everything else? Who will bring any charge against God's elect? It is God who justifies. **Who is
to condemn? It is Christ Jesus, who died, yes, who was raised, who is at the right hand of God, who
indeed intercedes for us. *Who will separate us from the love of Christ? Will hardship, or distress,
or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? *°As it is written, "For your sake we are
being killed all day long; we are accounted as sheep to be slaughtered." *’No, in all these things we
are more than conquerors through him who loved us. **For I am convinced that neither death, nor
life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers, *’not height, nor
depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ
Jesus our Lord.

The angels will come out
and separate the evil from the righteous *"and throw them into the furnace of fire, where there will
be weeping and gnashing of teeth. >’ Have you understood all this?" They answered, "Yes." **And he
said to them, "Therefore every scribe who has been trained for the kingdom of heaven is like the
master of a household who brings out of his treasure what is new and what is old."

THE RITE OF HEALING
THE LAYING ON OF HANDS

P Those who wish to receive the laying on of hands as a commitment to God’s power
to heal may come down the center aisle in two lines to the right and left of the altar.

It may
include those in need of reconciliation in their relationship to God or neighbor. It
may include those who wish to commit their ministry of healing into the hands of
God: as a doctor, nurse or health care worker.

We give you thanks for this oil, for the
fruit of the trees, nurtured in the warmth of the sun, watered from the rain of the
heavens, the olives harvested, and oil pressed from the fruit of the trees. With oil,
you anointed your chosen people Israel, and fed them with choice flour, oil, and
honey. You anointed Aaron and made oil a sign of blessing for your chosen ones.
You promised to anoint with oil those who walk through the valley of the shadow
of death. You have anointed your own Son with the oil of gladness. The Good
Samaritan tended a stranger, bound up his wounds, and poured oil on them. You
gave the disciples power to heal, to cure, and to anoint with oil many who were
sick. Your own body was anointed for burial by the woman who poured expensive
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ointment on his feet and wiped them with her hair. The virgins met the bridegroom
and trimmed their oil lamps to burn brightly for the celebration, the feast to come.

NEW PHONE DIALING RULE REMINDERI!! — Beginning August 26, the 10-digit dialing begins! The change
is part of the groundwork for the introduction of an overlay area code — 223. Beginning with the late August
change, all numbers dialed will have to include an area code — even the house next door. So, for example,
Messiah’s office number will no longer be 436-6213 for local callers, it will be (717) 436-6213. This largely applies
only to land line users; cellular phones have always required 10-digit dialing. Beginning on August 20, if callers only
dial a 7-digit number, they will reach a recorded message instructing them to hang up and redial the number using
the area code plus the 7-digit number. The need for phone numbers is tied to the increased use of mobile phones
and other devices that use phone numbers.
